M A T T H E W  2 0 : 1 - 1 6

“For the kingdom of heaven is like a landowner who went out early in the 

morning to hire workers for his vineyard. He agreed to pay them a denarius[a] 

for the day and sent them into his vineyard. “About nine in the morning he 

went out and saw others standing in the marketplace doing nothing. He told 

them, ‘You also go and work in my vineyard, and I will pay you whatever is 

right.’ So they went. “He went out again about noon and about three in the 

afternoon and did the same thing.About five in the afternoon he went out and 

found still others standing around. He asked them, ‘Why have you been 

standing here all day long doing nothing?’

“‘Because no one has hired us,’ they answered. “He said to them, ‘You 

also go and work in my vineyard.’ “When evening came, the owner of 

the vineyard said to his foreman, ‘Call the workers and pay them their 
wages, beginning with the last ones hired and going on to the first.’ 

“The workers who were hired about five in the afternoon came and 

each received a denarius. So when those came who were hired first, 
they expected to receive more. But each one of them also received a 

denarius.

When they received it, they began to grumbleagainst the landowner. ‘These 
who were hired last worked only one hour,’ they said, ‘and you have made 

them equal to us who have borne the burden of the work and the heat of 
the day.’  “But he answered one of them, ‘I am not being unfair to you, 

friend. Didn’t you agree to work for a denarius? Take your pay and go. I want 
to give the one who was hired last the same as I gave you. Don’t I have the 
right to do what I want with my own money? Or are you envious because I 

am generous?’ 
“So the last will be first, and the first will be last.”

M A T T H E W  2 5 : 3 1 - 4 0

“When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, 

he will sit on his glorious throne.  All the nations will be gathered 

before him, and he will separate the people one from another as a 
shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will put the sheep 

on his right and the goats on his left. “Then the King will say to those 

on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father; take your 
inheritance, the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the 

world.

M A T T H E W  2 5 : 3 1 - 4 0

For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave 

me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes 

and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you 

came to visit me.’ “Then the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when did we see 

you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink?

M A T T H E W  6 : 2 5 - 3 4

“Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; 
or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the 

body more than clothes? Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or 

reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are 
you not much more valuable than they?Can any one of you by worrying 

add a single hour to your life? “And why do you worry about clothes? See 

how the flowers of the field grow. They do not labor or spin. Yet I tell you 
that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these.



M A T T H E W  6 : 2 5 - 3 4

If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and 

tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you—you of little 

faith? So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or 

‘What shall we wear?’ For the pagans run after all these things, and your 

heavenly Father knows that you need them. But seek first his kingdom and his 

righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. Therefore do not 

worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has 

enough trouble of its own. 
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
