31 Pray that I may be kept safe from the unbelievers in Judea 
and that the contribution I take to Jerusalem may be favorably 
received by the Lord’s people there,

WORDS GIVEN AND FEARLESS PROCLAMATION 

19 Pray also for me, that whenever I speak, words may be given me 
so that I will fearlessly make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for 
which I am an ambassador in chains. Pray that I may declare it 
fearlessly, as I should.

OPEN A DOOR FOR THE MESSAGE AND CLEAR PROCLAMATION 

2 Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. 3 And 
pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that 
we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. 
4 Pray that I may proclaim it clearly, as I should.
