Blaspheme the Spirit 



You are just like your ancestors: You always resist the Holy Spirit!  
(NIV)

Resist the Spirit 



who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, who has treated as an 
unholy thing the blood of the covenant that sanctified them, and 
who has insulted the Spirit of grace?  (NIV) 

- Hebrews 10:29

Insult the Spirit 



Yet they rebelled and grieved his Holy Spirit. So he turned and 
became their enemy and he himself fought against them.  (NIV)

Rebel against the Spirit 



And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with whom you were sealed 
for the day of redemption (NIV)

Grieve the Spirit 



Then Peter said, “Ananias, how is it that Satan has so filled your heart 
that you have lied to the Holy Spirit (NIV)

Lie to the Spirit 



Do not put out the Spirit's fire (NIV)

Put dampeners on the Spirit 



17 Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is. 
18 Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be 
filled with the Spirit, 19 speaking to one another with psalms, hymns, 
and songs from the Spirit. Sing and make music from your heart to 
the Lord, (NIV)

All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in

7 They had Peter and John brought before them and began to question 
them: “By what power or what name did you do this?”8 Then Peter, filled 
with the Holy Spirit, said to them: “Rulers and elders of the people!

After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And they 
were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly.

2. Walk in the Spirit 



 Whoever sows to please their flesh, from the flesh will reap 
destruction; whoever sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will 
reap eternal life (NIV)

3. Sow to please the Spirit 



5 Those who live according to the flesh have their minds set on what 
the flesh desires; but those who live in accordance with the Spirit 
have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. 6 The mind governed 
by the flesh is death, but the mind governed by the Spirit is life and 
peace.(NIV)

4. Be governed by the Spirit 



The secret things belong to the Lord our God, but the things revealed 
belong to us and to our children forever, that we may follow all the 
words of this law.
