But 
you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you 18 I will not 
leave you as orphans; I will come to you.

Power

Prayer



15 When they (Peter and John) arrived, they prayed for the new 
believers there that they might receive the Holy Spirit, 16 because the 
Holy Spirit had not yet come on any of them; they had simply been 
baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17 Then Peter and John 
placed their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 
18 When Simon saw that the Spirit was given at the laying on of the 
apostles’ hands, he offered them money

Proclamation



16 He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the 
Sabbath day he went into the synagogue, as was his custom.

Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written: 18 “The 
Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to proclaim 
good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the
