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FALLACY: An error in the structure or content of an argument 

INFORMAL FALLACY: An error in the inductive argument (content) 

“They are commonly recognized erroneous ways of thinking.”
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• FALLACY OF ACCENT: When the meaning of a word, sentence, or 
entire concept is changed by a highlighted accent 

• EXAMPLE : We should not steal our neighbors car!

Think Up (by Prayer) 
6 Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and 
petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. 7 And the 
peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts 
and your minds in Christ Jesus.

Think Up (by Focusing) 
8 Finally, brothers and sisters, whatever is true, whatever is noble, 
whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is 
admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such 
things.

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Think Up (by Seeking) 
13 Who is wise and understanding among you? Let them show it by their 
good life, by deeds done in the humility that comes from wisdom. 14 But 

if you harbor bitter envy and selfish ambition in your hearts, do not 
boast about it or deny the truth. 15 Such “wisdom” does not come down 
from heaven but is earthly, unspiritual, demonic. 16 For where you have 
envy and selfish ambition, there you find disorder and every evil practice.

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Think Up (by Seeking) 
17 But the wisdom that comes from heaven is first of all pure; then peace-
loving, considerate, submissive, full of mercy and good fruit, impartial 
and sincere. 18 Peacemakers who sow in peace reap a harvest of 
righteousness.
