Understanding  
The Kingdom of God



The Greek word for kingdom is “basileia” and means a realm or a 
region governed. The word "kingdom" is made up of the noun 
"king", and the suffix "dom". "Dom" is a noun-forming suffix to 
express rank, position, or domain.  

A kingdom is the domain over which a king exercises authority and 
rule and includes the people within that domain. The term Kingdom 
of God, means the domain over which God exercises rule as King. 

It’s the realm of God’s government.

In those days John the Baptist came, preaching in the wilderness of 
Judea 2 and saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come 
near.”
